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Any order is deemed to constitute acceptance of the following terms and conditions.
Prices are quoted ex VAT, which shall be added at the prevailing rate at the date of
acceptance of the order by DSH Public Relations Limited.
All prices are in £ sterling. No other currency is accepted.
Delivery can ONLY be made to a UK address.
We aim to ensure a speedy delivery of items ordered. However, DSH Public Relations
Limited cannot be held liable for delays in the postal service. If, however DSH Public
Relations Limited fails to deliver an order for reasons other than beyond DSH Public
Relations Limited’'s reasonable control or the customer’s delay or fault and DSH Public
Relations Limited is liable to the customer, DSH Public Relations Limited’s liability shall be
limited to the invoice price of the goods only.
The Customer shall upon delivery, examine the goods and shall promptly (but in any event
within 7 working days of delivery) notify DSH Public Relations Limited of any apparent
damage, defect or shortage. In default of such written notification, DSH Public Relations
Limited shall be deemed conclusively to have properly performed its obligations in relation
to the purchase and sale of the goods.
In the event of a claim, settlement will be limited to the value of the goods, if defective and
will in no way extend to consequential loss, howsoever caused.
Risk of damage to or loss of the goods shall pass to the customer at the time of delivery
or, if the customer wrongfully fails to take delivery of the goods at the time when DSH
Public Relations Limited has tendered delivery of the goods.

obtaining raw materials labour, fuel, parts or machinery

*power failure or breakdown in machinery.
Due to the nature of the products offered and the actions that must be taken by the
customer to implement an event over which DSH Public Relations Limited has no control,
DSH Public Relations Limited shall not be liable for any failure of an event to meet the
expectations of the customer.
Any dispute, claims or proceedings of whatever nature between DSH Public Relations
Limited and the Customer in connection with or arising out of the validity construction or
performance of this agreement shall be subject to the non-exclusive jurisdiction of The
High Court of England and Wales, to which both parties irrevocably submit.
